1.   Master points  
Gold master points will be awarded for all stages of the ABPC and all ANC 
Championship events, the ANC Swiss Pairs and the Restricted Butler Champion-
ship.  Gold points will also be awarded for the Regional Pairs and Teams events. 

2.   Playoff Qualifying Points. 
PQPs are awarded according to ABF Regulations to players who have attested 
their eligibility and who place in the first six eligible pairs in the Open, Women 
and Senior ABPC and all entrants in the Interstate Teams (with additional awards 
for 1st and 2nd ).  Some Playoff information is published in the ABF Newsletter but 
detailed information is only available on the ABF website at www.abf.com.au.  It 
is mailed only on written request. 

3.   System Regulations 
ANC event entrants should complete a current ABF Standard System Card.  Suc-
cinct System information must be provided for all other events. 

4.   System Disclosure 
Pairs intending to use a Yellow system in ABPC II/III must lodge an adequate 
summary, typed or written legibly in black on a WBF or ABF Standard system 
card, plus one side of a maximum of two supplementary A4 sheets, with the Chief 
Tournament Director by 5:30 pm Sunday 25th July. 

5.   ABPC  Entry Conditions 
Pairs, both players of which are not eligible to represent Australia, are 
eligible to enter all stages of  the ABPC but there may be limitations 
placed upon the number of entries from such pairs accepted into stages II 
and III of the Open and Women's butler and stage B of the Senior's butler. 
Where limitation occurs, such pairs will be ranked relatively for 
acceptance by the same method as for qualification generally. 
 
Players who are eligible to represent Australia are eligible to enter all 
stages of the APBC whether partnered by another eligible player or not. 
 
The sponsoring organisation reserves the right to refuse any entry which 
includes a player who does not qualify under the Conditions of Contest or 
who is in bad standing with any registered club or association. 

6.   General behaviour. 
All players and spectators are expected to be neat and tidy at all times in the 
venue.  VBA Tournament and Discipline regulations apply. 

7.   Mobile Phones and Pagers 
Active mobile phones and pagers are prohibited in the playing area. 

8.   Supplementary Regulations 
ABF Supplementary Regulations will apply to all events. Where the ABF 
Supplementary Regulations are silent, the VBA regulations will apply.
