One
was in 5♣ making, one in 5♦ doubled making and
one EW pair made 4.

Against 2, after ♣7 lead, won by ♣Q and a heart
to the ten and king, West can see that there are
no club tricks for the defence (♣A at trick 1 might
have made life tougher for you if East cannot give a
clear discouraging signal). At most, you can collect
one diamond and it looks like there are no more
heart tricks. You have to play East to be strong in
spades. Either KQx or KJx is good enough. Switch
to ♠4. East takes ♠Q, ♠K and plays a third spade to
you. Your fourth spade is ruffed with J, which
promotes a trump trick for you and declarer is
one down.
