Peter Gill has provided us with an insight into the
players in the Interstate Youth Teams.

VICTORIA

Spearheaded by Justin Howard and Peter Hollands,
Victoiria are the favourites to win the event. Juzz and
Pete took on a bevy of Open world champions three
months ago in Japan at the NEC Cup and Yeh Cup,
qualifying easily in each event before losing to the
eventual winners in close finals matches. The back-
up cast consists of three players with international
experience in 2012 (and earlier, in some cases) -
Ellena Moskovsky, Jamie Thompson and Ella Pattison
- and Peter Bolling who did well in the final ten pairs
in the national Under 25 selection event in January.

WESTERN AUSTRALIA

Defending champions WA have the Forcing Pass pair,
Rhys Cooper—Michael Bausor, with Year 12 student
Renee Cooper, from last year’s Australian Under 20
team which made the quarter-finals at the World
Championships, and Kirsty Fuller (now living in
Manchester, UK) who won this event a year ago.
