AUSTRALIAN YOUTH CHAMPIONSHIPS 2014
SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS
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1 General

1.1 The Australian Youth Championships (AYC) comprise:
Australian Youth Pairs (AYP) — January 11-12;
Australian Youth Teams (AYT) — January 13-14;
Australian Junior Team Selection (AJTS) — Phaskfuary 14-17, Phase 2, January 18-19;
Supplementary competitions — January 14-17.
These events are conducted by the Australian Bikdgkeration (ABF) in accordance with the ABF
Tournament Regulations (ABF TR) as augmented ksetli$ipplementary Regulations.

1.2 The venue is Warrambui Conference Centre, 322 Gmeeth Road, Murrumbateman, NSW.

1.3 Players must use the methods and equipment in din@en specified by the Tournament Organiser (TO).
Players must record the score for each board iafteplayed and before the commencement of thé nex
board. It is an offence to leave the table at threclusion of a match without first confirming the
completeness and validity of the data enteredthmcscoring unit. Every player present at the table
equally responsible for the accuracy of the scores.

1.4 Smoking and drinking of alcoholic beverages wilt he permitted in the playing area at any time. The
playing area is defined to also include any aréaside for score-up and/or the display of results.
Contravention of this regulation may result in ¢p§inary score penalties (see 6.3) and possibléusian
from the Championships.

1.5 Mobile telephones, iPads, iPods and other electrommmunication equipment must be switched off
during session time. Breach of this regulation rs@idisciplinary penalty, after one warning (s 6

1.6 Mobile telephones, iPads and other electronic comacation equipment may not be consulted or used
during the session, unless a specific exceptipeisitted by the CTD. Breach of this regulationuirsc
an automatic disciplinary penalty (see 6.3) inftret instance. In the case of further breachethbysame
unit, the CTD will assess a more severe penaltyclwimay include forfeiture or disqualification.

1.7 The ABF Youth Committee and those appointed to aohthe AYC reserve the right to regulate player
behaviour and attire both in and around the playomgns during the ABF Youth Week. This regulation
applies both to sessions of play and periods betwessions. All participants are expected to wdars
with courtesy appropriate to ABF tournaments.

The organisers will have the right to sanction ptaywho abuse alcohol or other intoxicating dridmss
includes:

- players who present to playing sessions in adesistate of intoxication,

- players who present offensive behaviour as dtresbeing intoxicated in or around the playingar
between sessions,

- players under 18 who consume alcohol or othexinants,

- any players who consume alcohol or other intaxi€an the playing area,

- players who provide alcohol to players under 18.

Sanctions for breaches of this code can includegiminot restricted to):
- removal from the session of play in question,

- suspension for one or more sessions of play,

- longer term suspension from Youth or other ABErgs.

Expressions used here that have not been assigptiic definition will be interpreted by refarg
first to the ABF Tournament Regulations, thereativethe Laws of Duplicate Bridge, 2007, and findby
their ordinary English meaning. In the event of loloor dispute, the decision of the CTD shall balfin
and conclusive.

At the time of commencement of an event, each Aliatr resident entrant must be a financial member o
the ABF Masterpoint Scheme and of an organisatifirated to the ABF or to an Australian State
Bridge Association. Overseas players become hopanambers of the Foreign Players Club.

Players in the AYP and AYT must have been borrr dfg-84.

To be eligible for the AJTS, a player must be éligito represent Australia in international comipeti
and have been born after 1-1-89.

In the AYT, each team must play as a unit for ast&66% of the rounds to be played (fractions rednd
down).

In the AJTS Phase 1, each pair must play as agyatip in at least 14 of the 18 rounds.
No substitutes will be permitted in the Final o tAYP or in the AJTS Phase 2.

The CTD may allow emergency substitutions for saisal cause and may impose any conditions in
doing so and may take whatever other action isidersd necessary to keep the tournament in motion.

To ensure the smooth running of the tournamentT @enay nominate a “house contestant” to compete
in any event. The TO will make every effort to noate eligible players, but is at liberty to nomeat
others in case of necessity. The conditions undectwthe “house contestant/s” compete will, subject
ABF TR 1.9, be at the discretion of the CTD.

The IMP result in each match will be converted totdfy Points, using the appropriate 2013 WBF
Victory Point scale.

Teams with a bye will receive 10 VPs for that round

The winner of the round-robin shall be the AustnalY outh Teams Champion. Ties shall be broken by
successive four-board playoffs. (Ties involving mtran two teams shall be broken by successive
playoffs of at least two boards against other tygams. In such a tie-break, the result will beedas
upon the number of matches won.)

* Criterion 1: The six pairs from the three highpktced eligible teams shall qualify. Eligible team
shall be teams of four players, all of whom argible for qualification. At the conclusion of theYA,
gualifying teams must nominate the partnerships witiaccontest the AJTS.

* Criterion 2: In order to complete the field of p@irs, the four highest placed pairs who have not
qualified via Criterion 1 will qualify to the AJTRanking will be determined on the basis of Butler
Datum results from the AYT, modified to take intcaunt variations in standards of opponents. The
formula to be used to calculate the Modified Datusndescribed in the appendices. To be eligibley th
must satisfy the qualification eligibility requiremts and the pair must have played as a partnarship
all matches of the AYT, apart from matches in wisabstitutes were permitted in accordance with
these regulations. To be eligible for qualificatiomder this criterion, it is not necessary thatghe’s
teammates also be eligible for the AJTS.

Tie-breaks in qualifying — Ties for qualifying pteins under Criterion 1 will be broken in accordanc
with the ABF Tournament Regulations, detailed ia éippendices. Ties for qualifying positions under
Criterion 2 will be broken by successively deletthg result obtained against each of the tyingspair
lowest-placed opponents.

ABF Declaration of Availability — Players in the A3 Phase 1 must sign an ABF Declaration of
Availability prior to the commencement of Phasé lis will declare the player’s availability and
agreement to play in the designated event(s) shwulat she qualify to the Australian Junior Team.
Should there be more than one designated eventldiier must advise on the declaration of
availability the events for which he/she will beadable. Note that both partners must indicate
availability for an event or the pair will be ingilble for that event. Any player failing to commehe
Declaration of Availability prior to the commencem®f AJTS Phase 1 will be deemed to have
withdrawn from the event and that pair will be egad by the next eligible pair.
