Here is a hand from the Consolation Butler where 
Finn Rennie played 2♠.

David led the ♣Q to the King and Ace, and Liam 
continued with the ♣J as David discarded a 
Diamond. Liam now cashed the ♥A and switched 
to a low Diamond to the 8, J and Q. Finn then 
played the ♠J from dummy which held the trick. 
Realising he needed to play a Spade towards 
dummy, Finn now returned back to hand via a 
small Diamond to his 9 as David discarded a 
Heart. Finn led a low Spade to the ♠10 and K and 
this was now the position, having lost 3 tricks so 
far:

Finn now played the ♦4 to his ♦10 which saw 
David ruff with the ♠7. 
At this point I said to Finn, “You up for a 
challenge, Finn?”, he replied with a yes, and I 
proceeded to tell him to try and win the last trick 
with dummy's ♦7. He asked me why, and I told 
him, “Well, given that you're a little young I can 
offer you a free can of coke if you win the last 
trick with the ♦7”. At this point he sat up 
promptly and muttered, “This is easy.” 
 

 



David now returned a Heart to see Finn ruff the 
trick with the ♠6, and he now exited with the ♠9 
to David's King. This was now the three card 
ending:

With no other suits to play, David played a Heart 
and Finn proudly called for the ♠8 and 
immediately overruffed with his own ♠Q. This 
allowed him to play the ♦K to overtake with the 
Ace, and with a smile on his face, he 
triumphantly called for the ♦7. 
A beer coke well earned, and an entry towards 
the best beer coke-carded hand of the Youth 
Week.

A Little Humour from Eddie 
by Paul Lavings, Sydney 

There is a lot of humour at the bridge table, especially if you can laugh at yourself. A customer ordered 
my last copy of a second hand book “The Best of Eddie Kantar”, and I started browsing through some of 
his stories. Eddie is a truly funny guy, and his zaniness attracts weird and wonderful situations. And of 
course he is a great story-teller. 
Everyone knows how your options are limited after a 2NT opening, 20-22 balanced. Among the many 
methods devised is one where the response of 3NT is a transfer to 4♣, providing multiple extra meanings 
depending on responder’s next bid. But is this not dangerous, considering the hundreds of times one has 
made an auto 3NT response to 2NT?  
If you’ve ever read “Keycard Blackwood – The Untold Story” (Eddie invented Keycard back in the early 
70’s) you will know that memory strain is not a consideration in Eddie’s approach. 
So Eddie has agreed to play this 3NT transfer with Marshall Miles, and they are at day 8 of the US 
Nationals, and things are not going well. In fact they are taking a battering. For the first time in the event 
one of them has a 2NT opening.  
Eddie is responder holding: ♠Q4 ♥76 ♦AJ107632 ♣54 
Eddie thinks that slam is unlikely (Dealmaster Pro says slam is 51% opposite the constraints of 20-22 
HCP and 2-4 cards in each suit), and decides the best score will be 3NT, so he bids 3NT. On the other side 
of the table Marshall, in an ethically-charged situation, has made a point of not looking at his partner, or 
observing the speed of the 3NT bid.  
However, according to the rules, Marshall must alert the 3NT bid, which he does. Eddie gives absolutely 
nothing away during the alert and explanation. Lo and behold, Marshall declares, “It is supposed to show 
clubs, but I don’t believe it. Pass!”  
Eddie could almost jump across the table and kiss Marshall, for figuring out Eddie had forgotten his 
beloved convention. What a player! 
As the play unfolds Eddie realises that 6♦ or 6NT is an easy make. Remember this is day eight and nerves 
are frazzled. “Marshall”, beseeches Eddie “the least you can do is honour my transfer bids. What do you 
think - I don’t know what I am doing?” 
 
The hero of Eddie’s next story is “Big” Jim Linhart (6’10”). Jim was South, in a side game at a US nationals:

East was getting a little nervous when West started to 
huddle over 7♦. Not only did East double out of turn, but he 
placed his ace of diamonds on the table. The director ruled 
that West was barred from the bidding and ♦A was a 
penalty card, to be played at the first legal opportunity. 
 

Big Jim couldn’t see himself making 7♦ with ♦A staring him in the face, so he bid 7NT. A spade was led 
and in the excitement, declarer finessed. The ♥9 held the next trick, then ♥Q, and declarer finessed hearts 
again, and cashed the fourth heart. But East still followed suit. 
Jim crossed to ♣K, and cashed the spades, but still East followed suit. Big Jim was getting desperate, his 
last chance was ♣A. He banged it down. East wanted to discard a heart, but Big Jim wrapped his arms 
around him and after a tug-of-war dislodged ♦A from his clutches. With that card out of action, Linhart 
picked up steam and made his 7NT contract.  
One last Eddie story, again from a side-game at a US Nationals. Mrs Bea Petterson hears her RHO open 7♦, 
and she is gazing at   ♠AKQ1032 ♥- ♦- ♣AKJ8542. 
Bea bids 7♠, ending the auction. Dummy comes down 
with a singleton spade, a doubleton club, and assorted 
red garbage. Bea ruffs the lead, draws trumps 
successfully when jack doubleton appears, and claims 
the balance when ♣Q drops doubleton. Bea turns to her 
RHO and says, “May I please see what a 7♦ opening 
looks like?”

A note to all Under-25 Team Selection Butler participants. This year we are using the same format as 
last year whereby 1st place in Stage I of the Butler is selected for the Australian team and then 2nd 
through 5th continue to play on Saturday and Sunday to select a further two pairs. However, there will 
also be a test match against a New Zealand Team, held concurrently with Stage II of the Butler, on 
the Saturday and Sunday after Youth Week ends. The Australian team for the test match will be the 
pairs who place 1st and 6th (7th) in the Butler. Please be aware that all pairs who place 1st through 6th 
must be prepared to play on the final weekend. 
 

Suit Combinations Answers 
  ♣ AQ7642  (Dummy) 
 
  ♣ 83   (Your hand) 
ANSWER: Lead low from dummy! Then 
finesse with the Queen on the second round. 
The idea here is to try and put pressure on your 
RHO. You must always lose one trick with this 
combination (even if the finesse works), so you 
might as well try to lose that trick immediately by 
leading a low one from dummy. If East has ♣Kx, 
he may err by rising with the King and we would 
lose one trick instead of two (which we would 

have had if we took a first round finesse. 
Sometimes East might be nervous and even rise 
with the King with ♣Kxx! 
  ♥ Q743 
 

  ♥ J652 
ANSWER: Duck one round completely. 
If the suit breaks 3-2, then it doesn’t matter what 
you do. If the suit breaks 4-1, to guard against a 
singleton honour, you should duck the first round 
completely. On the second round, remember to 
lead towards an honour (doesn’t matter which).
