It looks like a
trump lead shoots it but not so (I
keyed it in, just to be sure) because
the long spade sets up. There were
a lot of 590s in the Final.

It's not really possible that
North could has VA42 and declarer
VK986 — it would be deep for the
king to appear at trick 2 on that
layout.

Those in 5¢ made 12 quite
easily because West is squeezed in
three suits but they scored poorly of
course.

For some reason, her off-shape 1NT
opening was passed out.

After the #A and a club to South’s
queen, seven diamonds proved
quite embarrassing, so much so that
she emerged with zero tricks. -350 is
always a nice result.

Shame on any South who
won the &K first time, or hesitated to
reveal its location.

Yes, you had an easy 12 but you've
still done the right thing because you
also gain when North started with
AKTxX.

When he won
the #A, he led a diamond round to
the king (the ¥Q is better).

Sartaj cashed the #K and OK then
crossed to the VK. When the queen
appeared from South, he led
another trump, ducking when North
split. At trick 12, he was left with
CA-9 over North’s 10-8.

<10 or play the OK?

The opponents hold 16 HCP West
has the #Q-J so East should have
almost all of the remaining 13 HCP
for the 1¢ opening. Without the OA,
East would have opened with only 9
HCP, hardly likely.

You should rise with the OK and
accept the tiny risk. When you run
the clubs, you may be able to place
the ©Q as well and finish with 12
tricks and a sterling lesson for East.
