counter by winning ¢K and then
re-enter dummy with ¢J to play
©Q ducked when East covers
with the King. The 4" heart in
declarer’s hand is now declarer’s
8 trick.

And what happens to the “Born
Loser” in the West seat who
defends in this fashion. Declarer
wins the #Q at Trick 3 and
cashes 4 more clubs (having
started with 5) followed by 3
diamonds. Simple defence (5
spades + VA) would have
defeated the contract.
