Twenty teams will qualify from the SWPT for the NOT and the cream should be coming
to the top as the vagaries of a Swiss draw begin to even out. Familiar names such as
Klinger and Noble are there but there is still lots to play for. Exactly 100 teams are
within a match (or better) of twentieth place.

Some of the lower seeded teams are in danger of embarrassing the seeding committee
The defending champion McManus team is currently 35 places below seeding, while
Stern and Lester are over 10 places below seeding, with neither being currently in a
gualifying spot.

Others seeded further down the field are also failing to meet expectation. Creet is
currently sixteenth —a mere 53 places above seeding while the Thompson, Hutchins
and McLennan teams all exceed their seedings by 80+ places.

One thing’s for sure, there’s still a lot of finesses to be taken before the final twenty
sort themselves out.

Governmentium — the heaviest
element known to science

Queens University researchers have discovered
the heaviest element yet known to science. The
new element, Governmentium (symbol=Gv),
has one neutron, 25 assistant neutrons, 88
deputy neutrons, and 198 assistant deputy
neutrons, giving it an atomic mass of 312.

These 312 particles are held together by forces
called morons, which are surrounded by vast
quantities of lepton-like particles called
pillocks. Since Governmentium has no
electrons, it is inert. However, it can be
detected, because it impedes every reaction
with which it comes into contact.

A tiny amount of Governmentium can cause a
reaction that would normally take less than a
second, to take from 4 days to 4 years to
complete. Governmentium has a normal half-
life of 2 to 6 years. It does not decay, but
instead undergoes a reorganization in which a
portion of the assistant neutrons and deputy
neutrons exchange places.

In fact, Governmentium's mass will actually
increase over time, since each reorganization
will cause more morons to become neutrons,
forming isodopes. This characteristic of moron
promotion leads some scientists to believe that
Governmentium is formed whenever morons
reach a critical concentration.

The slam will be easy if diamonds play for four
tricks. The type of layout you need to cope with
is one along these lines:

At trick two you should play a spade to the ace
and ruff a spade with the ace of trumps. Next
lead the ten of trumps to dummy’s jack and ruff
a second spade with the king of trumps. Now
lead the five of trumps to dummy’s eight and
ruff a third spade with the queen of trumps. As
the ten of spades will be high now, you lead
the three of trumps to dummy’s four and throw
the ten of diamonds on it.

If spades had not been 4-3 originally, you
would have played the ace and king of
diamonds and hoped that they behave well
enough for you to make four tricks in the suit.

Matthew became declarer in 3NT after an
auction during which Pablo had shown the
minors and Matthew a diamond stop. If the
defence stays totally passive then there are
only 8 tricks available to declarer.

However, not unnaturally, Pablo led a high
diamond. Holding the 9, GeO overtook with the
Ace to play the 9. Matthew covered and his
ninth trick was established immediately.

Things started peacefully enough but when
Pablo announced a heart suit, GeO was very
impressed and decided to make an advance
cue in support of hearts with a 44 call. Pablo
didn’t see it that way and thought that
diamonds were agreed so he cued his second
round spade control. GeO reached for Keycard
but there was one tiny complication — GeO was
asking questions about hearts and Pablo was
answering them about diamonds.

When GeO tried to sign off in 5¥, from Pablo’s
point of view it must have looked like a try for
grand. At least, that indignity was avoided.

Pablo opened 2NT and GeO bid 3 Puppet
Stayman, Pablo denied a five card major but
showed a four card one when he continued
with 3¢. 34 from GeO showed four hearts. One
of the aims of Puppet Stayman is for just this
situation; the strong hand can become declarer
by opting for 4v if that is the final destination.
However, Pablo liked his hand for hearts so he
made a mild try with a 4% cuebid. GeO didn’t
like his hand that much and so signed off in 4v.

Matthew led a club, taken on table and GeO
cashed the trump Ace and led another trump to
the Jack in the closed hand, getting the bad
news when Matthew discarded a diamond.
GeO now led a diamond. Matthew followed
small and dummy’s King scored. Now ten tricks
were easy.

If, of course, Pablo were declarer, then the
singleton diamond would be visible in dummy
and one diamond, one spade and two hearts
would be one loser too many. Sure enough, in
the other room it was played by West and did
go one down.

The euphoria did not last very long.

Ron opened 1¥ and GeO doubled. Matthew
responded 2NT showing some sort of heart
raise and Pablo doubled. There had been
some system discussion on this type of
situation which led GeO to believe that Pablo
had four spades. When Ron called 4v, GeO
went to 44. Ron doubled.

A heart lead and continuation saw GeO ruff
and leave Ron with the most trumps (as well as
the best ones!) GeO switched to the ¢K and
Matthew took his Ace, while Ron discarded a
club.

Ron’s prayers for a trump switch were
optimistic as Matthew could never envisage
this trump position,although he tells me that
GeQ’s diamond switch did make him think that
Ron quite probably did have four spades. The
quality of Ron’s spades was what Matthew
could not anticipate, so he continued a
diamond for Ron to ruff. A trump would have
led to 1400 but 1100 was a more than
adequate North-South score

Then an interesting exercise in re-evaluation
by Matthew. We are often told that hand
evaluation should be a fluid process, as we
adapt to the inflow of information during the
auction. Matthew told Ron one thing and then

Matthew was dealer and opened 2¥ -
systemically a good weak 2 in hearts. Ron
enquired further and Matthew responded with
3% to show a bad suit in a bad hand — which is
how he assessed it assuming that Ron was
interested in no trumps. When Ron showed
that his real interest was in hearts with a 3%
sign off, Matthew corrected himself with a raise
to game — which he duly made.

Then Pablo and GeO kept out of a slam with
two top losers — provided, that is, that the
defence finds the right lead.

The lead in neither room was
the necessary diamond and GeO and Pablo’s
suffering continued.

Nothing particularly dramatic happened on the
last four boards and the overnight leaders had
racked up another 25 VPs to extend their
already considerable lead.

This pitted the Noble and Neill teams against
each other. When | watched, Ishmael
Del’Monte (South) and Mike Prescott for Noble
took on Terry Brown (East) and Avi Kanetkar.

Declarer plays his last trump. If East pitches a
heart, declarer discards dummy’s small
diamond and West must pitch a club. Declarer
then crosses to dummy with the #A and
squeezes West with the ¢A. (if West pitches a
heart then North’s hearts are all good.)

If alternatively, East spitches a diamond on the
last spade then the 45 will be declarer’s
thirteenth trick.

If East opts for a club discard on the spade,
then declarer again crosses with a club and the
¢A again squeezes West.

Mike and Ish got another slam decision right on
the very next board.
