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Tim Bourke’s Problem - Solution

Obviously, you need East to have the king
of clubs to have any chance of making your
contract. If he has that card and clubs are 3-
2 then almost any plan will succeed. When
he has four clubs headed by the king you
will need West to have at least two
diamonds. Suppose the full deal is:

After winning the king of hearts, cash the
ace of diamonds and continue with the jack
of diamonds. When West follows to the
second diamond overtake the jack with the
gueen and take a club finesse. When that
wins, finesse the nine of diamonds and take
a second club finesse. All that then remains
is for you to return to dummy with the king of
diamonds and take a third club finesse. You
will make three spades, a heart and four
tricks in each minor for a total of 12 in all.

If diamonds had been 3-2 and East had four
clubs, the nine of diamonds would be the
entry for the third club finesse. Finally, if
East had four diamonds you would need him
to have the king of clubs singleton,
doubleton or tripleton.

Seniors’ Last Train

The crucial match of round six appeared to
be that between the number one seeds,
Kathy Boardman and Richard Brightling,
and the leaders at the start of the match,

John Brockwell and Ricjard Wallis. It was a
tight enough match to be worthy of the
occasion — only 2.2 imps traded per board
with 6 pushes and no swing above 6 imps.

Kathy and Richard B were first off the mark
on the second board even though Richard
showed some plastic hand evaluation.

Kathy passed as dealer and John opened
INT (weak) Richard B hit that and Richard
W redoubled — attempting to say, “We got
him pard.”. Kathy thought that RW was
probably right and tried 24 . John doubled (|
think for takeout) and Richard W leapt to
3NT. Two passes followed before Richard B
decided that, while he was good enough to
double INT for penalties, he wasn’'t good
enough to double 3NT — in fact he was.

He led the ¢K, asking Kathy to give count,
successfully dropped the doubleton Queen
and claimed his six red winners for 2 off.

This represented a 6 imp gain but a double
would have been even more lucrative.

At none of the tables in the Seniors did

anyone double 3NT by North-South — just as
well for Finioktis/Lane’s opponents who let it
through While van Vucht and Farthing were
lucky enough to see East — West bid 34 and
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the double of that unlovely contract yielded
800 and 13 imps.

John raised to three and there they
rested.

Kathy led a trump, dummy’s 9 scoring, while
West's small heart gave declarer the bad
news.

He played a spade to his King and Kathy’s
Ace for her to return the # Q. Richard W

took this on table and ruffed a spade in the
closed hand. A diamond to dummy was
followed by another spade ruff and then the
two remaining high diamonds were cashed.
North cashed dummy’s ¥ A and played
dummy’s last heart. West took this perforce
to bring about this ending

West exited with a spade. Declarer ruffed
with the Ace and could not be prevented
from scoring the # 10 en passant. A
diamond exit from West leaves the same
position but a heart would have enabled
Kathy to ruff with the Jack and then score
the thirteenth trump. Making ten tricks was
worth 3 imps to North-South.

Now a lead problem for you. North opens
2NT (20-22) and, when South makes a 3¥
transfer, he jumps straight to the spade
game. South gives this some thought but
eventually passes.

In the Seniors, twice West was on lead and,
unsurprisingly, found a heart but the big
winners were Scerri/Scerri who defended 64
by NORTH and beat it by two.

After two passes, Richard W opened 14
and this ran round to his nemsake who re-
opened with a double. North raised himself
to 3& and Kathy went for that. Richard B,
however, had it as still takeout and tried 3v .
Kathy gave this some thought but eventually
raised to game As DeepFinesse has East-

West making 14, 3# x figures to be a fairly
expensive adventure for John and Richard.

The ¢ K was led but the cunning « 7 which
followed saw Richard B successfully finesse
dummy’s Jack. He ran the trump 4 upto
North’s Jack and the & Q followed. Richard

If North cashes his # A then, twist and turn
as he might, declarer is going two down.
However, Richard W tried to shorten
dummy’s trumps with the ¢ A. Richard B
quickly took advantage.

He played a spade to the King in the closed
hand and now gave North the & A. A
diamond was exited to the 9 in the closed
hand and the # 6 was ruffed on table. The
position had become:

John won with the Jack and immediately
played back the ¢ K, presumably hoping
somehow to get the 10 going. Richard B
took his Ace but didn’t oblige with the
Queen. Instead, he attacked dummy’s
entries with a club. If both black suits broke
3-3, then John would have nine tricks, so he
ran a small spade round to West's Queen.
Richard continued clubs and John ducked
this to Kathy’s Queen. Nothing good
happened for declarer thereafter and one off
was the outcome. As most stopped in INT,
that brought three imps to Kathy and
Richard. With two boards to play, the score
was 15 all. Board 31 changed nothing and
the match went down to the last.
