After the queen of diamonds held, Willard
led the three of clubs to her ten. Next she
cashed the ace and king of hearts. After
crossing to dummy by playing the two of
clubs to the ace, she called for dummy’s
jack of hearts and discarded a spade from
hand. West could do no better than win the
trick with the queen of hearts and shift to a
low spade. Willard rose with dummy’s ace,
threw a second spade on the established
ten of hearts and then took the marked club
finesse for her eighth trick. After cashing the
king of clubs, she conceded the remaining
tricks.

This was a perfectly conceived and
executed plan and, as the cards lay, any
other approach fails.

In session 10, board 8, they reached 64 ,
fairly normal, on a heart lead after a heart
pre-empt. Naturally declarer won in hand
then had to consider the problem. No entry
after the spades are drawn leads to
difficulties. of course, it is possible to take a
club finesse immediately and then three
rounds of diamonds hoping to ruff the fourth
diamond, and not suffer a promotion, but
Jim found something far less prosaic.

He drew trumps then played a diamond
towards the ten! West won, and was
endplayed to give him an entry to pick up
the rest of the hand, with no worries about
opposition ruffs.

44 from Stephen launched Kieran
into Keycard for spades. Two without the
gueen was enough for Kieran to bid the
spade slam.

A small diamond was led to dummy’s Ace
and Stephen cashed the K. He then ran the
trump 9 successfully as Justin discarded a
club. Stephen continued with a spade to the
10. He crossed back to dummy with a heart
and played the other heart honour which
Joe ruffed. A diamond from Justin forced
Stephen to ruff and now he couldn’t both
establish and enjoy his hearts. He had
nowhere to go with his club loser and drifted
to one off.

In the other room, Barry Noble and George
Bilski got to 6¥ which made for a 17 imp
pickup.

DeepFlnesse indicates that 64 can be made
but this seems to hinge on only drawing one
round of trumps before working on the
hearts. This keeps communications much
more flexible. But who would —play that way
at the table?

I've reported a number of aggressive, not to
say violent, auctions from Joe and Justin
over the past week but they also have the
scientific mechanisms available when
required. Consider this sequence.
