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Tim Bourke’s Problem - Solution

You must win the queen of hearts in hand
with the ace and then draw two rounds of
trumps with the ace and another honour,
say the jack. Then you must make the key
play of cashing dummy’s three top clubs,
throwing a heart from hand. After that you
settle down to run the rest of the trumps.
Suppose the full deal is:

After a heart, six trumps and three clubs
have been played it will be a three-card
ending and West will have to reduce to a
singleton in one of the majors. If it is in
spades then throw a heart from dummy and
the lead the seven of spades to West’s now
bare ace; you will take the last two tricks
with major suit kings. If he comes down to
one heart throw a spade from dummy and
cash the heart king; dummy’s six of hearts
will now be good for your twelfth trick.

Teams Semi-Finals

The Newman team sat Peter Newman
(East) and Matthew Thomson against
Ashley Bach (South) and Ishmael del
Monte.

The action started almost immediately.

Peter opened 1♦ as dealer and Ashley
overcalled 1♥ . Matthew went straight to the
spade game. Ishmael doubled and that was
that.

The defence started with Ace and another
heart and then Ash switched to a club.
Dummy’s Ace won and then Matthew
cashed the ♦ A to enable the discard of a
club. He played the Queen of diamonds
and seemed somewhat taken aback when
Ash discarded a heart. Matthew ruffed and
then advanced his low heart. Ish trumped
with the Queen and Matthew claimed for
one off.

Onto the next and Ish found a little psyche
to big effect.

Ashley opened 1♣ and Matthew passed. Ish 
responded 1♠  , which systemically 
showed…. Peter doubled and Ash rebid
1NT. Matthew doubled that and Ish opted
for 2♣ (which was…). Ash now bid 2♦  and 
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that was doubled.

A heart was led to the Ace and the trump
King was cashed. The ♥ Q came next, taken
by the King in the closed room. Ash gave up
a club and two trump tricks to make his
contract. As can be seen DeepFinesse
shows 3NT as a make but realistically it
wasn’t going to be bid with 13 opposite 10.
Nonetheless, getting to your only making
spot and being doubled for +180 on a part-
score hand is money for jam.

Then Matthew and Peter made a game
which could have gone down.

The auction was brief and to the point:

West North East South
1♥

3NT
2♥ 2♦  3♠  

The ♠ 4 was led and Matthew scored his 
King and claimed his nine tricks. Had Ish led
his other five card suit and switched to
hearts at trick 3, or led a heart on the go,
then eight tricks would have been the limit.

Ish and Ash got the defence dead right two
boards later. Peter and Matthew had
reached 3♥  in the auction on this layout: 

Ish led the ♣ Q, which Ash overtook to cash 
two high diamonds. When he played a third
round Matthew ruffed with the 7 and Ish
over-ruffed. That was four defensive tricks
and there was still a trump to come.

Then on the next, Ish and Ash got a minor
suit auction right.

3♦ set trumps although Ash did suggest an
alternative with 3NT. From 4♣ to 5♣ all bids 
were first or second cuebids.

A heart was led to the Queen and Ash
returned a club. Matthew took his Ace to
play another heart. The ♠ A was cashed to 
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enable the discard of dummy’s losing heart
Then the diamond finesse lost and Ash
claimed his eleven tricks.

Then a spot of playfulness from Ish which
Matthew and Peter brushed aside.

Peter opened 1♥ and Ash passed. Matthew 
responded spades and Ish leapt to 3NT!
Peter wasn’t buying, however, and bid the
spade game.

It is interesting to speculate on what might
have happened had peter doubled. Ish is
categorical that Ash should respond 4♥ - 
bidding game in Peter’s opening suit!

Of course, that could (were Ish’s minors to
be reversed) lead to an interesting
discussion with team-mates as to how they
had missed the 13 card fit!

The some breathing space before Ash stole
a point in the auction, the contract from eter
and Matthew and a trick on the opening lead
to scrape home’

Ash opened 1NT, showing (a good)14 – 17
(well almost.)

Everyone passed.

Peter led a small spade and Ash’s
doubleton Queen scored.

He resisted the temptation to try for
overtricks and claimed his five clubs and
Ace of hearts. As can be seen, East-West
can make game in either major 9with a good
guess or two) but as the man said “Not if
you don’t bid”

On the next, peter tried a no trump overcall
and found himself getting chopped up when
he found that he had no communication with
dummy.

.
Ish opened 1♦ and Ash responded 1♥. Peter
put in his no trump bid and was left to play
there.

Ash led a small diamond to the Jack and
declarer’s Ace. Peter cashed two high
hearts and switched to a spade. Ash took
the King and followed with the Queen of
diamonds. Seeing Ish’s discard he switched
to a spade which North won with the Jack
and won the next trick by taking his ♠ A. A 
club was played to Peter’s Ace and Peter
exited in that suit to ash’s Jack but Ish
overtook with the Queen. The ♥ Q then
meant two off.

Nonetheless, the Newman team won the set
36-21, largely on the back of two
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consecutive +1100’s in the other room. In
the second set, they extended their lead to
76-39.

The third set saw Peter (once more sitting
East) and Matthew opposing American
visitors Joe Grue (North) and Justin Lall.

Joe and Justin’s all-action style may well
have stolen a game off Peter and Matthew
on the second board they played; there
being a mix-up over board 1.

Justin opened a Precision diamond and
Matthew passed. Joe called 1♠ - this is not 
quite as iit seems since it’s basic message
is “Don’t play no trumps.” Not everyone
would find any bid on Joe’s hand.

Peter overcalled 1NT and Matthew invited
with 2NT and there they rested.

Justin led the ♦ Q and Peter won with
dummy’s Ace. He cleared the ♥ A, let Justin
take his two diamond winners and claimed
ten tricks.

Then Joe wheeled out some of their
science.

Justin opened the South hand 1NT and
Matthew bid his hearts. Joe responded with
a 3♥ bid which was game forcing, showed
four spades and a heart shortage. Peter
doubled but Justin, armed with this
information, bid the nine trick game.

Matthew led a small heart to the Queen and
Ace and Justin cashed the Ace of clubs. He
continued the suit to dummy’s King and then
finessed the ♠ 10, losing to Matthew’s Jack. 
Matthew cashed his heart winners and
Justin claimed nine tricks.

Onto the next and an auction which seemed
to be clouded in mystery. This time Joe was
in less scientific mode.

Justin opened 1♥ and Matthew overcalled in 
spades. Joe bid a marginally
misrepresentative 1NT! Peter bid his clubs
and then the fog came down. The next three
bids from West and East were 2♥ , 3♥ and
4♥ before Peter restored sanity with a 4♠  
call.
Joe led a diamond honour on which
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Matthew played small from dummy. He was
heartened no doubt by the sight of Justin’s
Ace. A small spade came back and Matthew
took that to play Ace and another heartthe
latter being ruffed in dummy. He cashed the
♣ A, discarding a diamond and led the ♦ K
which Justin ruffed with the Queen. He
exited a heart and Joe ruffed to form the
defensive book. Matthew still had a heart to
lose so that was one off.

Then some filthy spade suits made an
entrance on successive boards.

Peter opened 1♥ and Justin doubled.
Matthew called 2♦ and Joe introduced his
particularly tasty spade suit with 2♠. This 
went back to Matthew who rebid his
diamonds for Peter to ask for a spade stop.
Matthew had one so he bid 3NT. However,
the defensive spade cards weren’t where
everyone imagined.

Joe led a spade to the Jack, Queen and
Ace. Matthew took a successful heart
finesse and played the ♦ Q. He cashed the
♥A and conceded a heart to Joe’s King. A
small club exit saw Justin’s 10 score and
Joe’s ♣ A took the next trick He gave up a 
trick to the ♣ K and Matthew had to drift to 
two down.

Then one of the filthiest trump fits you’ll ever
see play game paid off.

Justin opened 2♥  and Joe raised to 3. Peter 
doubled and Matthew bid the spade game –
look at trumps – never mind the quality, feel
the width.

As the cards lie, of course, declarer quietly
concedes three trump tricks and claims.

Noble started well and then fell into a
trough. They remained there till board 39 when they retook the lead. They built this
progressively upto 31 imps by board 56 but went into free-fall over the last eight boards to lose
by 16.
