DID YOU KNOW CHRIS DIMENT?

Eric Ramshaw

It all started in 1989 when Chris went from

Wollongong to Sydney to kibitz the Butler,

held as part of the ANC. He offered to help

Richard Grenside and became Richard's de

facto assistant. From that time he became a

regular helper. Although his job description

was “floor manager” he became an excellent

“jack-of-all-trades”.

He approved the system cards, managed

the boards and hand records, directed and

scored as necessary. He directed at the

Illawarra Bridge Association and ran a

significant number of congresses in the

region.

In a similar way Chris worked as a volunteer

at World Bridge Championship; very quickly

the WBF recognized his value and he

fulfilled functions such as assisting with the

hospitality desk, bulletin room, Vu Graph,

and system desk. Soon the WBF paid his

expenses and qualified him as a director

and he attended every World

Championship.

One of Chris’ most endearing characteristics

was that he demanded perfection in his own

sphere but could cope with imperfection in

others. Although he did not invent personal

scorebooks he popularized their use in local

congresses. Detail was king in any event

that Chris ran - scorebooks were works of

art, frequently in full colour with each

category colour-coded to the hand record

and the display on the scoreboard.

In his non-bridge life Chris was an avid

collector of board games; he seldom

attended a bridge event without checking

out the local “games “ shop and he always

came back with two or three new purchases

– in recent years the Tournament Unit

relaxed in the evening by testing the new

games.

Although Chris lost much of the use of his

right arm in a motorcycle accident he was

often more adept than I at a number of

tasks. Those who knew Chris will recognize

some of his wisdom – obvious once you

hear them
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“If you have a bad arm/leg put it in the

shirt/coat/trousers before the good one”

“Can I have an ordinary knife – not serrated

– for my steak”; with one hand it is

impossible to saw the knife across the steak

horizontally but I can cut the steak by

sawing the steak up and down

“if you draw a diagonal line down a set of

boards it is obvious whether they are all

present in the correct order”

So Yes I did know Chris! For many years we

worked together at major Australian

Championships as part of the Tournament

Unit. Events will not be the same without

him.
