Double for penalties (because partner has
opened) does not work well, as 44 is cold.
54 is reasonable, but fails via a club ruff. 5v
can also be beaten via the club ruff sooner
or later. North-South need to find 5%, which
cannot be defeated. There are two
possibilities:

(1) Double for takeout. North will bid 5.
(2) If double for takeout is not available,
then 4NT for takeout. This implies only 4
clubs. With 5-5 in the minors you would bid
5% yourself. After 4NT for takeout North will
bid 5.

Results in the Women’s semi-finals: 54 E —
100, 5v +450 twice, 6# —50. 54 —100 would
be par for East-West if N-S had reached 5,
but not otherwise. Hard to see how 5¥ made
twice. Suppose East leads the 4K, a natural

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start. Declarer ruffs and then what? If
declarer plays a diamond, the club ruff
should be obvious. If declarer plays heart to
the ace, spade ruff, low club, what chance is
there other than #A and another club?

Tim Bourke’s Problem - SOLUTION

Although it is not crucial, you unblock one of
dummy'’s trump honours under the ace.
After winning the second trump cheaply in
hand, you judge West began with a
doubleton trump, because he would surely
have led a low trump from ace third. So,
there is no chance of a ruffing a heart in
dummy as East will win the heart trick and
play a third trump.

Consequently, you will need to set up the
diamond suit and this should be possible if
West holds the ten of diamonds. The layout
you need will be similar to this one:

When you lead the two of diamond to the
eight and queen, East wins and returns a
third round of trumps, which you win in the
dummy. Next you cash the ace of diamonds,
throwing a heart, and then lead the jack of
diamonds. East covers with the king of
diamonds and when you ruff West'’s ten of
diamonds falls, as you had hoped. You will
make four trumps, four clubs and two
diamonds for your required total of ten
tricks.

Ish stepped in with
5¥ and, after considerable thought, Howard
passed. Twelve tricks were not difficult to
arrange.

A datum of only -750 suggests that this slam
was beyond the bulk of the field. Ish
expressed the opinion strongly that it should
not have been beyond Howard and him.

Then a fairly horrible misfit hand was solved
byHoward in one bid.

Finally on the 43, Julian was able
to ruff but dummy’s last diamond

disappeared, Julian could only now cash
two more tricks for the contract to make.

In the diagram position, Julian must cash
the ¢A and #K before playing a second
diamond. This removes Ish’s last trump and
the contract will be one down.

Griff didn’t — he
doubled. Three passes were probably not
what Griff had envisaged.

Michael went for the throat by leading the
vK — this was not best. Matthew took the
Ace, drew trumps and moments later
claimed all thirteen tricks for +1470.

The “Pearson Count” is a method of
evaluating whether or not to bid in the pass-
out seat.

To quote the.bridgebum.com website:

Add your high card points and the number of

spades in your hand. If the total is 15 or more,
then you should open the bidding. if the total is
14 or less, then you should pass the hand out.

Griff had just 14 Pearson Points so he put
his hand away. Sadly the cards lie so kindly
that +600 was available in 3NT (not that any
rational pair is going to get there though
when North’s email address is mikey3nt —
who knows).

If you don't approve of Pearson Points
perhaps you should try Larry Cohen’s
alternative (again from bridgebum):

When faced with a borderline decision to bid
after hearing Pass-Pass-Pass, Cohen
recommends considering who your opponents
are. Against a weak pair, open the bidding in
hopes of taking advantage of their poor
bidding and play. Against a strong pair, Cohen
recommends passing the hand out, since your
opponents are the ones holding the
advantage. Some days you're the pigeon,

The auction is self-explanatory. Mrs G would
never have bid (she may have to play the
hand), the Hog hoped to become Declarer,
the Rabbit thought nine tricks were enough
for game in Hearts, and the Walrus had 18
points in Aces and Kings — the possibility
that five tricks for the Defence did not
always equate to five losers for the Declarer
did not cross his mind.

The Walrus began with a thunderous #A
and a mildly disappointing #K, which the
Rabbit ruffed. Planning to limit the damage
by establishing the Spades for discards, the
Rabbit called for a small spade from
Dummy. “Aren’t you in your hand?” enquired
Mrs G meekly. “You have to play a Spade
from hand” said the Walrus (whose
knowledge of the Laws was worse than his
Bridge).

Resigned to his fate, the Rabbit led 47 from
hand. Secure in the knowledge that second
hand always plays low, the Walrus was only
slightly discomfited by the sight of the #J
securing the trick.

“You are now in Dummy, partner” said the
Hog — emphasising the point by placing his
finger firmly on the ¥2. Although the Double
clearly showed the futility of the Heart
finesse, the Rabbit could not resist the
temptation of making the only advanced
play in his armoury and took the Heart
finesse. Since he could neither enter
Dummy nor take another finesse, the YA
completed trump plays, and even the Rabbit
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could work out that establishing the
remaining Spades might bear some fruit.

Amid the remarks of Mrs G — “Did | do
something wrong?” and the Walrus - “But |
had five tricks!” the Hog's habitual snarl
became a smile as he loudly pronounced
“Rising with the #A would have prevented
Declarer reaching Dummy for the Heart
finesse”. It always pays to sow discord
among the opponents as an investment for
the future.

In the fifth bulletin of the fifth World Pair
Olympiad 1978 Alfred Sheinwold wrote a
article titled: Risking life and limb — All in a
day’s work.

Few readers realize what our reporters go
through to get the news. We will allow one
of them to speak for himself:

“From across a crowded room, saw four
men sitting upside down. Hurried over and
saw Ron Klinger and Don Evans of Australia
playing against New Zealand’s Roy Kerr and
Paul Marston. "At great risk to life and limb,
turned self upside down to watch what was
going on. They were just beginning board 8
of the fourth qualifying session:

“Kerr didn’t pass quickly. In fact, he growled
in Maori as he put down the dummy. Don't
understand much Maori, but SOB sounds
same in all languages. East led ¢K and
shifted to singleton club. Declarer dropped
the nine from hand, fooling nobody. He
ruffed a diamond, cashed #A and then led
#8. East hesitated, which was reasonable,
then played low, which was not. North
presumably had a seven-card suit, so West
could not have started with Q-x or J-x. If
West had J-x-X, it would cost a trick to play
the king, but then East would have to get the
trick back by ruffing with the king. Playing a
low trump on the second round would gain
for east only if partner had specifically #4Q-
10-x.”

“Still, give Marston credit for a deceptive
play that worked. He continued with another
spade, and East was in with the king. East
shifted to the ¥10, and dummy (which had
discarded one low heart) played low. It was
Klinger’s turn to go into a huddle (and it's a
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terrible thing to see a grown man huddle
with his feet up in the air). Playing vA would
cost a trick if partner had led from Q-10-9.
Playing #J would cost a trick if North had
the queen (since the ace would go to sleep).
Finally, Klinger put up A, saving a trick and
holding North to 170.”

“‘You should not lead the ¥10’, Klinger
grumbled. ‘If | have A-Q or A-Q-J of hearts,
it doesn’t matter which heart you lead. The
only case that matters is when | hold A-J of
hearts — and then you want me to play the
ace without any problems. So you should
lead the 9 rather than the 10.”

“It seemed time to put in a word.” You
shouldn’t expect the right heart from a
partner who didn’t know which spade to play

on the second round of trumps.’ | observed.

“That’'s why | have this black eye. And | was
going to have that front tooth taken out

anyway.”
