When Steen took the third round of clubs he
paused to think. It was clear to Steen that
the declarer held only one heart. If Steen he
had played a heart next, the original
declarer would have a ruffing entry to his
hand and his two established clubs winners.
He would be able to discard a diamond from
dummy before the defenders had scored
two diamond tricks.

Instead of woodenly playing a heart, Steen
shifted to a diamond, allowing his partner to
set up two winners in the suit. The contract
could no longer be made. (Obviously it
would have been an exercise in futility for
declarer to overtake the eight of trumps with
the nine because this would exhaust his
trumps and he would only make nine tricks.)

Did you spot the original declarer’'s mistake?
After drawing two rounds of trumps with the
ace and king, he should have thought back
to the bidding and to the lead. West had to
have some reason behind his leap to four

hearts. West appeared to have a doubleton
club, as East did not try for a ruff, so his
most likely shape was 2=5=4=2 (he would
not leap to game on a 14 or 15 point 5332
shape). So, after the second round of
trumps, declarer should have played on
clubs. East could hold up the ace of clubs
until the third round but the queen of trumps
would be the entry to the established clubs.
On this approach, declarer would have
made four trumps, a diamond, four clubs
and a red-suit ruff.

No problem. Some undistinguished bidding

Tony and Richard’s team collected 12 imps.

Richard’s brother, Jimmy, was playing with
Bill Nash.
