Comments (by Peter Gill): Australia's pairs put in a lot of effort to be unusually well-prepared, with DF 
playing in lead-up events in Shanghai (4th) and Portugal, and AS warming up in London's big Lederer 
(6th). Meckstroth-Rodwell sat out for USA in our first match, which we lost 37-45 IMPs, after leading 
early by 27-0 on Vugraph at www.bridgebase.com. Australia is not currently scheduled for any more 
Vugraph appearances at that website. As USA1 and Poland are expected to make the final eight, and 
Egypt and Spain were rated some chance of making the final eight, our team has started excellently, 
with a relatively easy draw for the rest of Day 2. Our original ranking as an outside chance of making 
the final eight is looking conservative at this stage.
