We also use many transfers at low levels after partner has overcalled Suit 1sts, 3rds, 5ths 1sts, 3rds, 5ths

DIRECT and JUMP CUE BIDS (Style; Responses; Reopen) SIGNALS IN ORDER OF PRIORITY SPECIAL BIDS THAT MAY REQUIRE DEFENCE

VS. PREEMPTS ( Doubles; Cue-bids; Jumps; NT bids) TAKEOUT DOUBLES (Style; Responses; Reopening)

Leaping Michaels Doubles are usually Takeout or Points except after preemptive openings

Double for T.O. Low level doubles over interference are usually Transfers

We play Support doubles and redoubles at low levels

VS. ARTIFICIAL STRONG OPENINGS SPECIAL FORCING PASS SEQUENCES

Vs: Strong 1} or2}: Dble = }+]; NT={+[; others that suit and next highest; WJO SPECIAL, ARTIFICIAL AND COMPETITIVE DOUBLES/REDOUBLES

Support Doubles and Redoubles at 1 and 2 level

Negative doubles by responder only when overcall is 3{ or higher

Responsive doubles through 4] IMPORTANT NOTES THAT DON'T FIT ELSEWHERE

OVER OPPONENTS' TAKE OUT DOUBLE When our bidding starts 1X:1Y; 1Z both 2} and 2{ are artificial
