DEFENSIVE AND COMPETITIVE BIDDING OPENING LEADS STYLE

OVERCALLS (Style; Responses; 1/2 Level; Reopening) Lead In Partner's Suit

Usually  5+ cards; single raises constructive; double raises preemptive. Suit Low from an honour, 4th's from 4+ Low from an honour, 4th's from 4+

Bergen raises over 1 level major overcall if jumps are available 2nd highest from 3+small 2nd highest from 3+small

Cue raises are constructive and F1 NT 4th highest from an honour; 2nd higheLow from an honour, 4th's from 4+ Category: Green

Takeout doubles at 3 level; dbl shows values at 4-level Balancing seat: short in opened suit or opening hamd +

4NT over 4-level preempt is for takeout Responses: Cue F1 ; jump in suit 8+ NF

Over multi meaning 2 level openings we play 1/2/3 doubles with Lebensol SPECIAL FORCING PASS SEQUENCES

1st dbl shows values; 2nd dbl is takeout from either side; 3rd dbl is penalties SPECIAL, ARTIFICIAL AND COMPETITIVE DOUBLES/REDOUBLES

1st + 2nd round controls indiscriminately

Key Card Bwood: (1/4,0/3,2 noQ, 2+Q);5NT for Ks - promises all 5 controls.

Over 5},5{ response next non-trump suit asks for Q and Ks

BW Responder is expected to move with 3/4 controls if BW'er signs off

SPL raises

If minor suit agreed, 4m = key card ask (1/4,0/3,2 noQ, 2+Q)

After cue bidding sequence 4NT is always keycard
