After interference of our 1NT: 1st two doubles = T/O; 3rd double = penalty

Over strong 1¢ : X = 2-suits same rank; 1¢ = 2-suits same color; 1INT = odd-suits

Double by partner of pre-empt = penalty

After 20-(x): xx = bid 2¥ and Pass next bid

Over strong 2¢ (or other): natural long suit

[Support x's and xx's (but not over 1NT overcall)
