AUSTRALIAN SENIORS’' TEAM PLAYOFFS
SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS 2013
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1 General

1.1 The 2013 Australian Seniors’ Team Playoffs (SRpisducted by the ABF in accordance
with the ABF Tournament Regulations (ABF TR) asraegted by these Supplementary
Regulations.

1.2 The venue is the Souths on Chalmers, 265 ChalmgkRe8fern, NSW.

1.3 Players must use the methods and equipment in din@en specified by the Tournament
Organiser (TO). Players must record the scoredohdoard after it is played and before the
commencement of the next board. It is an offendeawe the table at the conclusion of a
match without first confirming the completeness aatidity of the data entered into the
scoring unit. Every player present at the tablkegisally responsible for the accuracy of the
scores.

1.4 Smoking is not permitted inside the venue, nomy area defines by the TO as a non-
smoking area. Breach of this regulation incurssaiglinary penalty (see 6.2).

1.5 Consumption of alcohol is not permitted in the plgyroom during session time. Breach of
this regulation incurs a disciplinary penalty ($c2).

1.6 Any electronic communication equipment is prohititeiring the session in the playing area
and other areas designated by the TO. Howeventtagybe deposited with the TO before
each session. Breach of this regulation incurseiglinary penalty (see 6.2).

1.7 Expressions used in these Regulations and notedkfihall have their ordinary meaning in
the contract bridge terminology (which may inclueg@ressions defined in the Laws of
Duplicate Bridge, 2007). In the event of any doaibtlispute as to such meaning, the decision
of the Chief Tournament Director (CTD) shall beafiand conclusive. Unless repugnant to
the context or obvious meaning, all terms defimethe ABF TR shall have the same
meaning for the purpose of these Supplementary IRigjus.



2 Officials

2.1 The Tournament Organiser is Sean Mullamphy.

2.2 The Chief Tournament Director is Matthew McManus.
2.3 The Appeals Committee Convener is TBA.

2.4 The ABF on site representative is TBA.

2.5 The Recorder is TBA.

3 Entry
3.1 Only teams containing either 4 or 6 members wilabeepted.

3.2 Only players who have at least 1 Seniors’ Playafaljying Point (PQP) are eligible to
enter.

3.3 All players in the team must be eligible to play Australia as per the ABF's Eligibility to
represent Australia Policy detailed in the appessli®layers entering the Playoff warrant
their eligibility to play for Australia. If, at anyme after the completion of the Playoffs, any
member of a team is found not to be eligible, gaart in which the player competed will be
disqualified.

3.4 Atthe time of entry into an event, each Australiesident entrant must be a financial
member of the ABF Masterpoint Scheme and of anresgéion affiliated to the ABF or to an
Australian State Bridge Association.

3.5 Once a player is entered in a team he/she is ptediivom withdrawing and entering in
another team.

3.6 By entering, the team if accepted and qualifyingdmees liable for the entry fee, regardless
of whether they actually participate.

3.7 By entering, the team undertakes to abide by thergde and supplementary regulations for
the tournament.

3.8 Each nominating team must designate a captain. awthe following are specifically
excluded from accepting the role of non-playingtaap
i. members of the ABF Management committee,
ii. members of the ABF Tournament Committee,
iii. any person holding an official position at teeent.

3.9 No player may nominate for more than one team.

3.10 Nominations must be submitted via the ABF Webpagtevben Monday 17December,
2012, and 6.00 pm, EDT, Tuesday'2Bnuary, 2013.

3.11 Nominating teams are ranked according to the Bd#Ps of all members of the team at the
time of the original entry. PQPs of any player vibbadded to the team after the original entry
is made will not be counted in the ranking of teaRQPs not earned with any other member
of the team will be discounted by 50%. Ties arekbroaccording to the number of PQPs
obtained from events in category A, then in or@grC and then D. If still tied the procedure
above is repeated using PQPs from the previous tyear by lot.



3.12 All entered teams will be listed and ranked ondffieial website on Wednesday, 30
January, 2013.

3.13 Following the close of entries, a team which erdevéh four players may augment an
additional pair by advising the TO prior t8 Eebruary, 2013. The augmented players must
satisfy all eligibility requirements detailed iretfe regulations and the team captain must
satisfy the requirements for submission of systamdsas detailed in 5.2. The augmentation
of a pair will not change the ranking of the teaor, will it result in the alteration of any
published draw.

3.14 The entry fee is $1560 per team

3.15 Entry fees must be paid by direct deposit intoAB& Account (BSB: 082968; A/C:
641482644) by the close of business on Tuestidgedruary, 2013.

4  Substitutions

4.1 Substitution shall be permitted only for cause saglilness or personal emergency, not for
convenience when a team is reduced to less tharplayers.

4.2 All substitutes must be approved in advance byahB who may permit a substitute judged
by the CTD to be of similar standard.

4.3 Either of the teams in the match may appeal tluggment of equivalence to the Tournament
Sub-Committee. Any such appeal must be notifiedteethe commencement of the match or
stanza in question.

4.4 A player may have a substitute for cause for a mari of:
I. Qualifying Stage — 50% of the matches (roundedrd,
ii. 50% of the stanzas in the Final.

4.5 Boards played by an approved substitute count wsvalfilment of the minimum board
requirement of the original player.

5 Systems and Defences
5.1 GREEN, BLUE and RED systems are permitted.

5.2 Team captains are responsible for ensuring thadytsem cards for every pair are uploaded
to the event website prior to Friday Eebruary, 2013. Uploaded system cards will beedett
by the National Tournament Co-ordinator (NTC). Systcards which the NTC deems require
amendment must be amended and resubmitted to tBepNdr to Friday 8 February, 2013.

6 Disciplinary and Procedural Penalties

6.1 The general provisions of ABF TR 10 concerning puality and slow play apply. The table
of penalties is listed in the Appendices.

6.2 The disciplinary penalty for breach of regulatisakating to smoking (1.4), consumption of
alcohol (1.5) and mobile phones (1.6) is 3 VPs t¥Bs.

7 Correction Period and Time of Appeal

The Correction Period (Law 79C) expires:

I.. for the last session of a stage, 30 minutes #lfie scores for the last stanza of that stage are
made available for inspection;

ii. for other sessions, 30 minutes before the conuament of the next session.

Scoring errors made by the Official Scorer maydutified:
i. for the last stanza of a stage, within the Cdrom Period, as defined in 8.1,
ii. for other stanzas, until the commencement efl#ist stanza of that stage.

The Time of Appeal (Law 92B) expires 30 minutegiathe conclusion of the session in
which the ruling was made.

A session is defined as any stanza of play afteciwtinere is comparison of scores by the
players, except when the next stanza is schedalednimence within 30 minutes of the
scheduled finishing time of the previous stanzauoh a case, the session is defined as the
time from the commencement of the first stanzdnéoend of the second stanza. Boards
played as a tie-break match in accordance witwdl@onstitute a separate session. The
Correction Period and Time of Appeal for a sessomediately preceding the play of tie-
break boards will expire at the time set by the Gdbthe commencement of the tie-break
match.

8 Seating, Scoring, Ties

In double round robin matches, the team numberstlifi the draw has choice in the first
round. Seating rights will be reversed in the cgpmnding match in the second round robin.

In triple round robin matches, in the first rourdbin, seating will be blind. In the second
round robin, the team numbered first in the draw/ dtaice. Seating rights will be reversed in
the corresponding match in the third round robin.

In a head-to-head Knockout match, the winner afaavdor seating rights may elect to sit
first or last for the first stanza. For subsequgahzas, seating rights alternate.

The team captain is responsible for posting thérsgaositions of the players on the Line-up
Form together with the system being played if ntbes one has been submitted. Posting
must be completed at least 10 minutes and 5 mitgfse the scheduled time of
commencement of play, for the teams sitting first &st respectively. In the case of blind
line-ups, seating must be posted at least 10 nsrhdéore the scheduled time for the
commencement of play. The CTD may alter postingsimat his discretion.

The penalties for failure to post seating as rexuare loss of seating rights AND:
1% offence — warning,

2" offence — 1 VP,

3 and subsequent offences — 2 VPs per offence.

Matches in the Qualifying Stage are scored by IMRverted to VPs using the WBF 16
board VP scale.

The Final is scored by IMPs, with any fraction afIMP constituting a win.
Ties in the Qualifying Stage occur when two or maams are on exactly the same VP score.

Ties are broken according to the ABF TR as detaileétle Appendices.



9 Board Rule
9.1 There are no minimum board requirements for tiekraatches.

9.2 Ateamis eligible to progress to the next stagktarrepresent Australia only if each player
in the team plays at least 50% of the stanzas trhea in any stage (fractions rounded
down).

9.3 Notwithstanding 9.2, if a player is unavailabletwilue cause, the CTD in his sole discretion
may deem that player and his nominated partner hdfiléed the board rule and allow the
team to progress to the next stage. The CTD majoaskedical certificates or other
documentary evidence to satisfy himself as to titane and severity of any illness or injury.

9.4 When a player fails to satisfy the board rule,Alis= Management Committee, in its absolute
discretion, following a report from the CTD and ABBurnament Committee, determines the
eligibility of the player, the pair, and the tea@uonsideration is given first to disqualification
of the entire team. This decision is made subsdédodhe completion of the event and does
not change the format of the event.

9.5 For the purpose of the Board Rule, where a matchnseded, players who have not yet
satisfied the Board Rule are in fact deemed to Ipdasged every remaining stanza of the
match.

10 Target Events and Representation

10.1 The target events are:
i. 2013 APBF Championships, Hong Kong, June 7-08,32
il. 2013 D’Orsi Bowl, Bali, Indonesia, September2%, 2013

10.2 The team placed first will be offered the righrépresent Australia at each target events. If
only two pairs from the first placed team wish ttead a target event, a third pair will be
added to the team in accordance with the provisidérdid hereunder.

10.3 If there are not two pairs from the first placedrtewilling to attend a target event, the right
to represent Australia will pass to the team defgat the Final. If this team has only two
pairs willing to attend the target event, they mauggment a third pair. In the first instance
they may elect to accept augmentation by a pain fitee original first placed team.

10.4 The right to represent Australia will pass down ti@ms based on the finishing position at
the conclusion of the qualifying stage.

10.5 Teams winning and/or accepting a place to play BR/&vents confirm through such
acceptance their knowledge and understanding OMBE Dress and Drug Codes and
regulations and the severe penalties for breadm&sch regulations and codes. In summary
this code requires players to be dressed in teaforors for all formal occasions and all play
sessions.

11 Withdrawal, Augmentation and Replacement

11.1 Where a team, having qualified to the Final, vaduihy withdraws or is disqualified through
failure to meet the board rule or for any othesoFaunder the laws, it shall be replaced by
the next highest placed team.

Where a team of four has won the right to represestralia in a designated event, whether
having entered the Playoffs as a team of four gimgabecome a team of four following a
withdrawal as permitted under 10 preceding, thegtraugment to a team of six.

The team shall prepare an ordered short-listigitéé pairs for submission to the ABF
Tournament Committee (ABFTC).

To be included on the list each member of the paist have participated in the SP although
not necessarily as a partnership.

The list should include a brief summary of eacinpaxperience (as a partnership) and a list
of their most recent achievements. A statement anoh nominee confirming their
availability for the respective target event musovae included.

The ordered short-list (consisting of at leasteéhi®it no more than six pairs) must be
submitted to the Chairman of the ABFTC within 1@slaf the conclusion of the Playoffs.
The ABFTC will then make a recommendation to theFABanagement Committee for
endorsement.

If the ordered short list is not received withinddys the ABFTC will make a
recommendation to the ABF Management Committednerbasis of its own judgement.

Qualifying stage

If there are 6 teams entered, there will be a doutalind robin of 16 board matches. IMPs for
each match will be converted to VPs using the WBFs¢ale for 16 board matches. Teams
will retain their team number throughout. The dfawthe second round robin will be based
on the first round robin draw adjusted to refléa team’s placing at the end of the first round
robin. The leading team will have the draw for te&lmsecond for team #2, etc. At the
conclusion of the stage, the two highest placechseaill qualify to the Final.

Final
The Final will be played over 96 boards in six gsof 16. Scoring will be by net IMPs.

The time allowed per stanza will be announced kyGHD.

Appendices

Penalties for Late Arrival or Slow Play

0-5 mins warning for first offence, then 1 VP (3M8) for each subsequent offence
5-10 mins 1 VP (3 IMPs)

10-15 mins 2 VPs (6 IMPs)

15-20 mins 3 VPs (9 IMPs)

20-30 mins 5 VPs (15 IMPSs)

For late arrival in excess of 30 minutes, the CT&yrassess a more severe penalty including
forfeiture of the match and/or disqualificationrfidhe event.



When boards are cancelled by the director duefaduae to complete them on time and a slow play
warning has previously been issued to a pair,dieviing penalties may be applied at the
director’s discretion:

One board 1 VP (3 IMPs)

Subsequent boards 2 VPs (6 IMPS)

Tie-breaking

At the conclusion of the Qualifying Stage or in #igal, significant ties are broken by playing four
more boards then, if still tied, by playing one tabat a time until the tie is broken or until the
scheduled finishing time as announced by the CThRidwever is sooner), then by lot. A tie
involving more than two teams is broken by playwdairds in a format as determined by the CTD.

Eligibility to represent Australia

An eligible person is one who satisfies the WortdiBe Federation (WBF) Eligibility Code and
who meets one or more of a. through f. below:

a. holds an Australian passport and who demonstraggrnds Australia as his home, even
though he might spend much of his time working egas;

b. is an Australian citizen enrolled on Australian @mdAustralian State/Territory electoral
roli(s);

c. is of dual citizenship (holds an Australian passpod the passport of another country) and
demonstrably regards Australia as home, even thbagthe might spend much of his/her
time working overseas;

d. is of any nationality and holds a current AustraNésa issued for not less than three years;

e. is of a nationality that does not require an Auigtravisa to reside in Australia and
demonstrably regards Australia as his home;

f. is of a nationality that does not require an Austravisa to work in Australia and
demonstrably earns a significant proportion oflivslihood in Australia.

Notwithstanding any of the foregoing, any playemovdeeks to represent another NBO in an
international (target) event in a calendar yeametigible to seek (via the Australian Playoff) to
represent Australian in the same target eventarsitme calendar year.

In the case of dispute, interpretation of theselegpns is at the absolute discretion of the ABF
Management Committee. Any player in doubt abouthgbility to represent Australia in any
calendar year must seek clarification from the @han of the ABF Tournament Committee on or
before 31 December, 2012. The Chairman may indeek guidance from the ABF Management
Committee.
